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Introduction

The beginning of the 2004/05 season was marked by the sad passing of a true legend of the Coromandel Cricket Club, Jack Hewett. Jack‘s record and influence as a player, captain, administrator, Life Member and long standing Patron of the club was extraordinary. During his 331 games for Coromandel, Jack amassed 12,954 runs, including 26 centuries, in a career that spanned from 1928 to 1969. Jack also took 151 wickets for the club. On top of that, Jack was a Past President and Life Member of the Adelaide and Suburban Cricket Association. Jack’s contribution will never be forgotten, and it is fitting that his name will continue to be honoured through the Jack Hewett trophy, which is awarded to the club’s most outstanding player for the season.

Year in Review 

Coromandel enjoyed considerable on field success in 2004/05 - particularly with its 1st, 3rd and 5th Eleven teams – albeit that no team enjoyed premiership success.

Matt Laming proved to be an excellent choice as a skipper of the 1st XI. Under his leadership the team played competitive cricket throughout the season and were unlucky to be knocked out in the semi-final after finishing second at the end of the minor round. Congratulations Matt on a job well done. Taking on the senior captaincy is not an easy role, let alone when you have the two immediate past captains in the team. However, I’m sure Eggy’s and Cheeky’s advice was of great assistance in your development as captain, and we look forward to you continuing in the captaincy role in 2005/06. The 1st XI had a number of outstanding performers during the year. Among the best were Russell King (431 runs), Daniel Jenkinson (397 runs and 26 wickets), rising star Sam Cheek (245 runs and a fielding trophy to go with it) and Matt Laming and Tristan Graham with 23 and 22 wickets respectively. Andrew Langmaid also chipped in with a fine 107 to go with his duck trophy.

Coromandel’s 2nd XI had a relatively disappointing season, mainly due to inconsistent batting performances. However, team captain Mitchell Hodgkinson once again did a great job leading his charges and was one of the few players who could hold his head high scoring 236 runs @ 26.22 to finish second on aggregate behind Mike “Kiwi” Maclean who finished on 323 runs. Ken Rowe also did well to score 229 runs. Best with the ball was Chris Garth with an excellent return of 30 wicket @ 15.23. Grant Wannan finished with 23 wickets at the miserly average of 16.00. Unfortunately Mitch has decided to hang up his captaincy hat after three seasons. Thanks Mitch for being a great leader and tactician over the last three years. 

After celebrating a premiership victory in 2003/04, the 3rd XI was looking to go back-to-back in season 2004/05. Mark Lemmey was promoted to lead the team this season and did a fine job as captain. Thanks Mark for taking on the role of captain it was greatly appreciated. The 3rd XI played competitively during the season and at the end of the minor round was placed in second position earning them the right to play off in the finals. Unfortunately, the semi-final was not the team’s best performance for the year. The only consolation was that team members were free to drink beer and shout abuse at opposition players during the club’s 5th XI’s grand final against the Ramblers. Title of the “best abuser” was a very hard fought affair, and at the end of the day Matt Laming and Adam Rowe could not be separated. Well done the two of you! Adam also had a fine year with the bat leading the way with 228 runs @ 28.00 He was followed by Scott Rose (200) and Casey Thomas-Averis (194). Tim Kaethner (19 wickets) and the ‘Silver Fox’, Peter Zacpal, with 16 wickets did best with the ball.

Jarrad Sim, or ‘Simmy’ as he is better known, reluctantly took on the 4th XI captaincy. The 4th’s battled well during the season, however, being made up of a number of younger players still learning the game, they finished outside the four with 5 wins. The result was creditable effort, and Simmy leading from the front managed 166 runs. Bruce Carpenter topped the batting with 234 runs and youngster Pat Needham also did well finishing on 163 runs at the good average of 40.75. Jarrod McCauley showed great improvement with the ball taking 23 wickets @ 10.96. Thanks Simmy for your enthusiasm and good humour during a testing year. Hopefully, you will be keen to take on that role again in 2005/06 and take the team into a finals campaign. 

Rowan “Hitch-em-up” Lloyd did a sterling job to lead his young, and not so young, group of players in the 5th XI to what was almost a premiership victory in Section 7. Unfortunately, the more experienced opposition proved to be the better team in the grand final. Despite the loss, there were many positives to take from the finals 5th XI’s finals campaign and it is hoped that this experience will provide a great platform for premiership success among the younger players in the years ahead. Thanks Rowan for once again doing a great job leading and teaching the club’s up and coming stars! Wynn Hearne (314 runs) and Coro’s Cliff Young - Dave Billett (261 runs) – topped the aggregate. John Phillips also did well to finish with 225 runs. Two ‘young guns’ Luke Harrip (23 wickets) and Max Cheek (19) excelled to top the 5th XI’s bowling.

Juniors

The Club’s Under 13 and 15 teams once again highlighted the level of junior cricket talent in the community. Finances

With net assets exceeding $27,000, the club’s financial position would, on first glance, appear reasonably healthy. However, as the Audit report highlights, the club lost $1556.80 for the year. The audit report also highlights that “in fact over the last 3 years there has been a deficiency of $8,494.84”. This is a matter of concern, and quite clearly the club cannot continue to produce this type of result if it is to remain viable. As the Audit report states, “if this trend were to continue the current reserves of the club would be exhausted within 9 years”. The Audit report suggests that “the Club needs to give consideration to either increasing membership fees and/or fundraising or reducing the services offered to members.” This year’s loss was particularly disappointing given the success and large effort that went into our two major fundraising activities – the club wine sales and quiz night. It is apparent that the club’s finances and payment of player fees will need to be given high priority by the incoming committee.

Club Highlights & Achievements
Perhaps the most significant – if little known - achievement of the club in season 2004/05 was having its proposal for a hot weather policy adopted in full by the Adelaide and Suburban Cricket Association. This was no mean achievement and owes much to a great committee effort. I would particularly like to thank Rod Hughes, Mitch Hodgkinson and Mike Matthews for their efforts in this area.

This season’s committee also worked extremely well to achieve some of the best social events we’ve had in recent years, namely the quiz night at the Blackwood Memorial Hall which was attended by approximately 120 people, and the end of year presentation dinner at the Belair Country Club. Adam Rowe and Mark Lemmey certainly did a fantastic job in compering the presentation dinner.

Mitch’s golf day at Echunga again proved to be very popular day. Thanks Mitch for making this a success.

The club’s wine venture proved to be an outstanding success and owes a lot to the efforts of Mitch, Eggy , Mike Matthews and Adam Rowe. Thanks again fellas for your energy and efforts in this venture.

Kiwi’s reliable efforts with BBQ were much appreciated, and fortunately they didn’t rouse the CFS until well after the season had finished. Thanks Kiwi all for your efforts with the BBQ catering.

The club awarded two more life memberships in 2004/05.  Mark Eglinton and Grant Wannan both reached the 150 game mark during the season, and the Life Membership awards were conferred at AGM.
