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Seniors

The Coromandel Cricket Club’s 2006/07 season showed a continual improvement of Junior Development throughout the Senior Teams.  Only two of our Senior Sides made it to the Finals this year.  Our 2nd Eleven Side and 5th Eleven Side finished third and second respectfully in the minor round.  Unfortunately both teams were knocked out in the first round of the finals.  
The first eleven side had an up and down year, with an extremely disappointing start, although finishing off well.  The Captaincy of the first eleven side was unstable for the first few games of the season.  A Team Vote established Tristan Graham and David Magarey as Co-Captains for the season.  The Co-Captaincy had an advantage by sharing the captaincy duties, although provided inherent difficulties on the field, which did not set a suitable example of leadership to younger members on occasions.  The team finished a disappointing 8th on the premiership table, although performed well towards the end of the season stringing together five straight wins.  Once again the Batsmen let down the team without one player getting in the 300’s. Daniel Jenkinson led from the front again this year with his 24 wickets @ 20.78, 224 runs averaging 17.23, and winning A Grade Player of the Year.  He was backed up with Matt Laming with the ball with 20 wickets @ 22.65.  John Beverly finished off the season very well with 283 runs averaging 28.3 and winning the batting trophy.  The most exciting part of the first eleven side is the abundance of youth, with only one player over 30 years of age at the start of the season.  With the development of players such as Jai Koirala, Pat Needam, Simon Leak, and Ashleigh ‘Bob’ Chambers during the season.  There was also the emergence of Ben Moore making his debut in the first eleven against Keswick in Round 8, top scoring with the bat and leading the wicket taking.  We look forward to seeing more of Ben in the First Eleven in Season 2007/08.    
The Second Eleven, Captained by Darren Cheek, had a very strong year, again dominated by young talent moving up from juniors and the lower grades.  The Moore Brothers were a stand out with Ben Moore scoring 324 @ 64.80 and Trent winning the Clubs most valuable player under 18 years of age, and trapping 14 wickets at an average of 14 runs.  Ben also had a number of exceptional innings, with 149 runs against Plympton Footballers and 121 runs against Southern which really showed his class with the bat.  Other stand out junior was Ruhsaan Oakey, winning the batting trophy, scoring 347 @ 57.83 runs, scoring 152 runs in the final game of the year to help them to an outright win and a strong position for the finals.  

Juniors within the side were balanced out with the more experience members of Cheek, Coulter, Lane, Hodgkinson, Catford, but with Andrew Magarey once again showing his consistency scoring 302 at an average of 37.75 runs, and the emergence of a new talent at the club, Rob Negerman snagging 19 wickets @ 13 runs, followed closely by Jarrod McCauley snagging 18 wickets @ 15.44 runs.    
The final against Keswick was disappointing, after winning the toss and electing to bat, Ruhsaan Oakey set the scene by opening with 62 runs and setting a total of 186 runs.  Although we were unable to contain Keswick and they passed our score with a few overs to spare.  Negerman bowled well to obtain 4/37 off his 14 overs.
The Third Eleven, Captained by Mark Lemmey, had a disappointing year finishing in 9th position at the end of the minor round.  Grant Wannan was the best of the bowlers taking 13 wickets at 14.54, with 5/51 against South Road in Round 4.  Grant was backed up by the ever consistent Peter Zacpal taking 9 wickets at 27.67.  

Greg Kersley led with the bat scoring 262 runs at an average of 26.20, which included three 50’s.  Adam Rowe had a good year with the bat, scoring 175 at 21.88, with two 50’s and brought up his 1000’s run for the club in Round 2 against Sheidow Park.  Paul Gallasch finished the season off well with a strong 71 runs in round 11 against Western Youth Centre.
The Fourth Eleven, captained by Andrew Ferguson, finished just out of the finals in 6th position.  Graham Gallasch was a stand out with the bat scoring 429 runs at an average of 47.67.  Grahams year included three 50’s and a great 121 run innings against Kenilworth.  Graham also passed 6500 runs for the Club in round three.  Bruce Carpenter had a good year with the bat scoring 208 runs at an average of 52, including three 50’s.  Will Hillier led the bowling with 22 wickets at 15.91, with 5/47 against Keswick in the last round.  Graham Carpenter also had a good year with the ball taking 16 wickets at an impressive 11.69.  Graham had an excellent round 9 match against Mitchell Park taking 5/32 in the first innings and 6/50 in the second.  Tent Moore showed his talents in round 1 to take 5/6, to then be promoted into the Second Eleven.  This year also saw the welcome return of Trevor and Adam Strudwick.  Trevor passed the milestone of 5000 runs against Coromandel Ramblers in round 1.
The Fifth Eleven really showed the strength of juniors within the club.  The team was led by Liam Carmen, only 19 years of age, and with the majority of players under 20 years of age.  They finished second on the table in the minor round after starting the year off with a Forfeit in round one due to number shortages.  

Liam was a stand out in his team with both ball and bat, scoring 276 runs at and average of 30.67 and 22 wickets at 17.41 taking home the batting and bowling trophies.  George Chittleborough provided strong support with 186 runs averaging 16.91 and taking 14 wickets at 19.29.  The whole team worked extremely hard during the year and showed maturity for such a young side, each player performing when it was needed most.

The team were supported with the occasional senior players fill-in, with highlights of Daren Cheeks 180 runs against Sheidow Park, Ruhsaan Oakey’s 68 runs against St George, Adam Catford’s 100 runs against North Haven, and David Lane’s 104 runs against Keswick.

Their final was extremely disappointing, especially after loosing the toss and being sent into bat, only to set Coromandel Ramblers 63 for victory, with Liam Carmen the only person to get into double figures with 14 runs.  There seemed hope when we had them at 6/19, although they passed the score with 3 wickets in hand.  Lim Carmen and George Chittleborough bowled well to obtain 3/16 and 3/31 respectfully.  

Juniors

A big thankyou goes to Josh McManus as our Juniors Coach for Season 2006/07, he did a fantastic job, and we hope he can be made available for a similar role in Seson 2007/08.  A big thankyou also goes to Daren Cheek and Adam Catford for the ongoing support of the juniors at training and on Sundays.  Darren also took on the role as Junior Co-ordinator and served on the South Central Junior Cricket Committee, which consumed a lot of his time, in conjunction with his duties on the CCC committee.  Thanks again Darren for your dedication to the juniors during season 2006/07.

Among the better performers in the Under 13’s were Riccardo Jones, Neholm Dhami, Sean Price, Sam Dundon, Ryan Anderson and Cameron Bradley. 

In the U15, Max Cheek was an outstanding performer throughout the year, also winning the Association Bowling Trophy, well done Max.  Other good performers in the U15’s were James Catford, Jesse Jones, Kieran Hewitt, Kernich Benjamin and Ben Kernich as the most improved performer. 

Our juniors were strong again this year and we look forward to seeing these enthusiastic young cricketers move through the junior grades and into the senior sides.  

Life Membership

No players achieved Life Membership in Season 2006/07.
Social

We started the year off with a Casino Night, which had reasonable attendance and went well, with the exception of an extremely disappointing incident between two players.  This type of clash between players cannot be tolerated within the club environment, a higher level of awareness between senior players should ensure this type of incident does not re-occur in the future.

Once again the traditional Thursday night BBQ proved to be an important part of the Club’s social life in 2006/07. Thanks go to Mark Lemmey for arranging the majority of BBQ’s for the season, with thanks to Peter Zacpal, Greg Kersley and Richard Hunter for their assistance with catering, cooking and clean up efforts throughout the year.

Matthew Laming did a fantastic job of cooking up a storm for the Christmas show, once again the patronage was disappointing considering the extended effort in preparing for the function.  The committee prepared a schedule of after game presentations to be held at the Hewett Oval Club rooms, on the last week of each game.  Each team was scheduled to cater for meals, which proved quite successful, although on games that were washed out or finished early, it made if extremely difficult to accurately assess what catering was required.   
The end of season Family Day held at Hewett Oval Club Rooms was reasonably well attended, although with regular meals / presentations held at the Hewett Club Rooms during the year, the Christmas and Family Day did not have the impact and attendance as in previous years.   
The Club’s senior trophy presentation dinner was held at the Belair Country Club, co-hosted by Mark Lemmey and Adam Rowe.  They put on a fantastic event, and I would like to pass on our gratitude over the efforts to prepare such an entertaining closure to the season. Unfortunately attendance was significantly below expectations, including the absence of a number of the trophy recipients. As a consequence, it was disappointing way to wrap up the year.

Administration
This year was a difficult year on the administration side, with the loss of the Vice President and loss of the Secretary early on in the season, as a direct result of the Casino incident.  The Casino incident also resulted in a change to the A Grade / Club Captaincy, which caused inherent difficulties.  
Although, despite the difficult start to the season, there was an extremely strong year on the administration side.  Many thanks goes to all those members on the committee who worked extremely hard throughout the season to put us in such a good position.  The early push to gain sponsors was well rewarded with three Platinum Sponsors, many thanks to Matt Laming and Mike Mclean, and two Juniors Sponsors, many thanks to Darren Cheek for obtaining one of the Junior Sponsors.
Many thanks goto Matthew Laming who worked as my right hand man throughout the year, as the only office bearer to remain on the committee for the entire season, and for performing tasks above and beyond his duties as Treasurer.  He tirelessly followed up fees, arranged sponsorships, and prepared the Christmas Dinner at Hewett Oval to name a few.    

After the loss of Daniel Jenkinson as Secretary, there was an extended period where this position remained vacant, until it was filled by Tristan Graham whom did a great job in providing assistance during the later part of the season.  

The General Committee members absorbed all other tasks extant from the office bearers.  Darren Cheek did a fantastic job as Junior Co-ordinator, as mentioned above, but also assisted with updating the Web Site and managed the Wine Sales. The wine sales were the largest revenue raiser for the season, with the exception of Fees, Sponsorships and Grants, so many thanks to Darren for his efforts.  Mark Lemmey and Adam Rowe did a fantastic effort with organisation and running Presentation Night at the Belair Country Club, although again it was not patronised in line with the effort to put on the event.  Mark Lemmey also did a fantastic job co-ordinating the BBQ’s for the majority of the season which occurred every Thursday Night.
Again David Billett provided fantastic support to the club with his tireless efforts as Statistician, not just for CCC, but also his presence on the ASCA Committee as Statistician.   Thankyou again Dave for another fantastic year as Statastician.
Rowan Lloyd did a huge amount of work behind the scenes again this season with providing access to the facilities to service providers and pushing forward with research on the Club’s early history with the assistance of Maggie Ragless from the Mitcham Council’s history unit in preparation for the 150 year celebrations in 2012. 
There were a number of clear highlights for the year, including the purchase of a new set of mats at the start of the season, the upgrade and modernisation of the Coromandel Cricket Club Web Site, many thanks to Darren Coulter for his assistance, winning the Active Sports Grant for $1,500 and the arrangement of a new concrete pitch on Hewett Oval complete with All Season Matting.

Finances

This year the Club recorded a surplus of $2,138.83, plus a $1,500 for a grant already committed during the year, so totalling $3,638.83. Many thanks goto Matthew Lamming for not just his duties as Treasurer, but also provide professionalism to his position, securing two Platinum Sponsors, and tasks above and beyond his duties.  The result is outstanding, considering the club funds over the last four years have depleted nearly $8000.  Clearly strong prudential management of the Club’s finances needs to be maintained to ensure that the Club remains viable into the future. The biggest disappointment this year was the late payment of fees from players.  This makes the committees task considerably more difficult, and it was only the hard work securing Sponsorship that allowed the committee to push forward without eating into the investment account.  With the early bird scheme not working, the collection of fees early in the year needs to be addressed by the next committee as a priority.

One area of the Club that is often overlooked is the generous support the Club receives from its sponsors. The Committee has worked extremely hard this year to gain sponsorship from local businesses.  We achieved a level of sponsorship which, to my knowledge, has never been surpassed.  Direct sponsorship income added $3,747.50 to the club funds.  On top of that, there were services and vouchers to reduce club costs and for awards with a total up to approximately one thousand dollars. Although I am looking forward to spending time with my family and father on the golf course.  I will miss the comradeship which is strong within the club and will fondly follow proceeding next year from the side lines, with a beer in my hand. 

I would like to take this opportunity to thank all those who’ve assisted me during the last year as President, and my extended time on the committee.  Finally, I trust that all will get right behind the new leadership team and hope that 2007/08 is a great year to be at Coromandel Cricket Club.
